
The Wines and The Regions
Sandalford Element Range, Swan Valley, WA
All of these wines are fruit driven, immediately approachable and make for soft, easy and
uncomplicated drinking. These everyday wines offer fantastic value for money and over-deliver 
on quality. Most of the wines within the Element range come from 50 year old vines grown in WA’s 
Swan Valley and wines such as the Shiraz Cabernet Sauvignon spend twelve months in premium 
French and American Oak barrels.

Sandalford Premium Range, Margaret River, WA
Sandalford Wines owns one of the largest and oldest vineyards in Margaret River. The 93 Ha of 
vines were planted in 1970. This low-yielding, dry-grown vineyard in the prestigious Wilyabrup 
sub-region of Margaret River provides virtually all the fruit for the Sandalford Premium range. 
Sandalford spares no expense at any stage of their production to ensure that each wine is a 
benchmark in it’s own right. Both the white and red wines use only the very best new French and 
American Oak barriques as style dictates. The white wines are made using only the very best 
free-run juice from each individual parcel of fruit. These quality standards are worth the effort, 
exemplified by recent awards. Both the Semillon Sauvignon Blanc and the Cabernet Sauvignon 
have recently taken out trophies at national and regional wine shows.

Brokenwood Range, McLaren Vale, SA
Gutsy Shiraz with concentrated rich, ripe fruit from old, dry grown vines, has put McLaren Vale at 
the pinnacle of Shiraz in Australia and the world. Varieties available through McLaren Vale include 
Shiraz, Cabernet Sauvignon, Chardonnay, Sauvignon Blanc.

Brokenwood Range, Beechworth, VIC
The new jewel in the crown for Brokenwood and the Australian industry. The cool, dry and continental 
climate lends itself to very high quality Chardonnay, Pinot Noir, Viognier and Shiraz.

Brokenwood Range, Hunter Valley, NSW
Shiraz and Semillon are king, producing some of Australia’s most distinctive and longest living 
styles of both varieties.



St Hallett, Barossa Valley, SA
As one of the founding wineries of the region and in the strength, warmth and
honesty of its wines, St Hallett epitomizes the Barossa. St Hallett has achieved
iconic status and a worldwide reputation for Shiraz not only through the prestigious
Old Block Shiraz but through Blackwell Shiraz and Faith Shiraz, which together
reflect the spectrum and potential of Shiraz in this region.

Taltarni, Pyrenees, VIC
Taltarni, one of the founding wineries of the Pyrenees, was first planted to include the classic
varieties of cabernet sauvignon, cabernet franc, merlot, pinot noir, shiraz and sauvignon blanc. 
There are now 326 acres under vine, with additional plantings of chardonnay, malbec and most 
recently, sangiovese.

Pikes, Clare Valley, SA
Pikes Wines was established in 1984 at Polish Hill River by Neil and Andrew Pike whose 
wines are acknowledged to be amongst the best in the Clare Valley region of South Australia. 
The moderatecool growing conditions associated with the Polish Hill River area make for high 
quality wines. The Pikes have built their reputation on - fragrant, classic Clare Riesling and 
elegant, richly flavoured Shiraz. The Pikes pride themselves on making premium table wines that 
refl ect variety, vintage and regional characteristics. Throughout their 15 years of winemaking, 
they have strived to maintain this philosophy.

Bowen Estate, Coonawarra, SA
Owned and operated by the Bowen family, Bowen Estate lies toward the southern end of
Coonawarra. The vineyard of 34.7 hectares, supports mainly red grape varieties for which 
Bowen Estate has become renowned since its first vintage in 1975. Bowen Estate is a sharp 
contrast to the majority of producers in the region, favouring traditional methods and 
hand-pruning in an effort to restrict quantity and optimise quality.



Henschke Keyneton, Keyneton, SA
The Barossa Hills village of Keyneton was pioneered by pastoralist Joseph Keynes in 1842. It
became a musical and cultural focus for early settlers, such as the Henschke Family Brass Band 
and the Henschke Winery. This brass band survived generations and featured wonderful wind 
instruments such as a B flat euphonium, cornet and E flat clarinet, which have been restored and 
are still in the family. The historic Keyneton district has been the home of up to seven wineries 
during its period of settlement. The Henschke Keyneton Estate is deep crimson in colour. Lifted 
aromas of spicy, sweet ripe black berry fruits, plums and anise with hints of tar, vanilla and cedar. 
Soft rich fruit on the palate with good concentration and complexity. Fleshy in texture, the wine 
has velvety tannins and a long finish.

Bridgewater Mill, Adelaide Hills, SA
The Bridgewater Mill is located in the village of Bridgewater in the picturesque Adelaide Hills, 
South Australia. The giant waterwheel at Bridgewater Mill is one of South Australia’s earliest herit-
age icons. The planting of the Piccadilly Valley and the restoration of the Bridgewater Mill by Peta-
luma in the early 1980’s unlocked the mosaic of fine wine potential in the Adelaide Hills. Nothing 
could be more appropriate than to name the wines produced from this unique collection
of mature, Adelaide Hills vineyards after the central icon of the Adelaide Hills, the
Bridgewater Mill.

Villa Maria, Marlborough, New Zealand
Marlborough is located in the north-east of the South Island and enjoys warm temperatures with 
high sunshine hours. Unlike North Island winegrowing regions, Marlborough also experiences 
cool nights, which together with the dry autumns, result in a long, flavour intensifying ripening 
period. These conditions are perfect for growing Sauvignon Blanc, Riesling, Chardonnay and 
Pinot Noir grapes.

Knappstein, Clare Valley, SA
130km north of Adelaide and 60km east of the Gulf St. Vincent lies the picturesque Clare Valley. 
As one of Australia’s longest established regions, with plantings by the Jesuits dating back to 
1851, the Clare Valley is also one of the most defined regions in terms of climate, geology, soils, 
varieties, viticultural techniques and the quality of its wines. Founded in 1975 as Enterprise wines, 
Knappstein is located in the original 19th century Enterprise brewery, itself a National Trust build-
ing and the landmark of the Clare township. Knappstein’s vineyards, predominantly planted in 
the late sixties and early seventies, are in the vicinity of Clare in the northern end of the Valley with 
the exception of the Ackland vineyard, prized for its Riesling, which lies slightly further south near 
the town of Watervale.
